WHAT  DO  I  DO  WHEN  I  FIRST  GET  HOME WITH  THE  BIRD(S)?
Once you arrive home with your bird(s), and depending what time of day it is, this is what I recommend,
If it is early afternoon or evening, I would take your bird out of the carrier, and talk to it in a soft voice letting them know they are home. Gently stroke them as you are talking to them. If your baby has been handfed,  this will not be a strange happening, but the bird may be stressed somewhat from the flight. Make sure you learn to read it’s body language. Place your bird(s) in their new home. Always leave a night light on as they are in a new home and sometimes tend to thrash around if they cannot see. Don’t forget to turn it each evening.

If you get your bird(s) late in the evening, I would make sure they have water in the carrier as well as millet, and leave them in there for the evening to sleep, but remember to use your night light right by the carrier so they can see. I say this because if it is real late, they may be sleeping, or feel comfortable in that carrier for the night compared to a big cage that they didn’t get used to before it became nighttime. Use your judgment according to time of day, and time allowed for the bird(s) to get used to their new home before all the lights go out, except the night light. 
You may want to leave another light on until you get a night light. Just make sure it is not shining directly into the cage so they can get a good night sleep too.

Next morning, slowly move toward the cage talking in a soft voice. It may be scared at first, but will soon love to be out every minute it can!

Don’t be discouraged if it is a little flighty at first, because all they have been used to is this momma! You are the new parent, and it has to get used to your ways, and will not take long. Just love it completely and you will have many years of love.
