WHAT  DO  I  NEED  TO  GET  BEFORE MY  BIRD(S)  ARRIVE?
Before your bird(s) arrive, their house must be ready for them to move in. If you have one bird, purchase a home for them at least 24’ x 24” at minimum. Height doesn’t matter that much as long as it is at least 24’ as well. If you find a nice wrought iron cage that is bigger than that, by all means purchase it.. But if you purchase a bigger bird like a grey or Pionus, then by all means go bigger!
Inside this house place several toys in positions that are in reachable distance from their perches, Get a preening toy, chewey toys, game toys, and have different perches as well to accommodate your birds feet. Have one perch that is soft, one that trims the beak and nails, and one that is in between. This way if they get tired feet like we do, they can put on their slippers so to speak!
Purchase your bird food, treats and anything special you plan to feed your bird(s) before they arrive to leave the guessing out and the goods in! Please refer to my page titled “What do I feed my bird(s)? for more information.

Purchase water dishes that you can sanitize. I use water dishes instead of water bottles as birds like to dunk their food in their water before they eat. With water bottles, they are unable to mimic how they feed in the wild, thus I strongly suggest getting water dishes. Have a larger water bowl for bathing as well as a water bottle with a sprayer to mist them several times a week to keep their feathers in great condition.

You can also purchase a cuddle buddy for them to snuggle up to at night or when they nap. It looks like a piece of fleece.
I use 3 low rise crocks in each cage, as they are easy to clean, and provides three different choices daily.
